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In the summer of 2024, the administration of Marshall County Schools
released a professional development catalog containing the details of all
summer trainings including who is eligible, deadlines and how to register.
We had overwhelmingly positive feedback from this; so we have
continued in that procedure.

Each page in this document describes a professional development
opportunity, timelines, compensation, criteria to be eligible to register,
and directions on how to register. Not every training is for every
employee. The qualifications for eligibility of each training are listed.

It is not mandatory for any training to be completed for stipend pay;
these are simply opportunities for personal growth that will positively
impact student performance. If a training is mandatory per state code,
anyone who does not complete the training for pay will simply have to
complete that training during a designated professional development
day built into the school calendar.

If you are earning a stipend for training, the work must be completed
outside of your contracted work hours.
